Unique Learner Numbers (ULNs)

What is a ULN?

A ULN is a personal 10-digit number randomly generated and allocated to learners by the Learner Register. The learner's centre applies for ULNs on behalf of a learner when they embark on a Diploma programme of study. The ULN is anonymous; it does not include any digits relating to the centre, the candidate or location. The ULN will remain with learners throughout their lives so that in the future all their learning experiences, exam results and qualifications will be linked together.

OCNSER require a ULN for all learners aged between 14 and 19 years in order to process their registrations. In addition all learners registering for certain qualifications for example Functional Skills require a ULN.
